The Douglaston/Little Neck Historical Society is pleased to invite you to an event that celebrates the one-hundred-and-fiftieth anniversary of Douglaston Hill’s transition from rural farmland to surburban neighborhood.  On June 25, 1853, the “Map of the Village of Marathon” (now Douglaston Hill) at the head of Little Neck Bay” was filed.  Jeremiah Lambertson’s farm was laid out in an urban grid of 200 x 200-foot lots, representing the genesis of a New York City garden suburb.

Douglaston Hill is bounded on the south by Northern Blvd., on the west by Douglaston Parkway, on the north by the LIRR and on the east by Upland Udall’s Cove Ravine Park.  The area behind Zion Church was developed by the early 1900’s, with most lots built on by the 1930’s.  Architectural styles range from Colonial Revival, Queen Anne, Shingle Style, Tudor Revival, Prairie Style, and American Craftsman.

The Hill was added to the National Register of Historic Places on September 12, 2000.  Application for New York City landmark district designation was made several years ago and is currently under review.
